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Founding members:

The number of founding members must not be less than ten

(10), two (2) of whom are UAE Citizens.

Founding members should:

1. Not be less than (21) years of age at the time of
submitting the application for establishment of civil
society association.

2. Have full legal capacity.

3. Be of good conduct and repute, with no conviction of
any felony or other crime affecting honor or
trustworthiness ,unless he has been rehabilitated.

4. Be a Resident of the UAE, where he is a national of any
of the Gulf Cooperation Council states.

5. For Non-UAE National, hold a valid UAE residence
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permit and have resided in the UAE for at least three
(3) years
General Assembly: [Aungnzll Aozl

The general assembly will be comprised of all members who
meet the conditions of membership and who have paid their
membership fees to the civil society association prior to the

general assembly meeting.
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Board of Directors:

A Civil Society Association shall have a Board of Directors
comprising not less than five (5) members, at least two (2)
of whom are UAE Citizens. The Board of Directors will be
responsible for administering the affairs of the Civil Society
Association and providing the necessary means required for

carrying out its activities and achieving its objectives

The board shall be elected by secret ballot (elections).

The term of the Board of Directors shall be for two years

non-renewable, except after the holding of elections.

A member of the Board of Directors must not be less than
twenty-one (21) years of age

The Board of Directors shall have a chairman who will
represent the civil society association before the judicial
authorities and third parties.

Candidacy for the chairmanship and membership of the
Board of Directors must first be approved by the Authority.
Non-UAE National Board Members must hold a valid UAE
residence permit and have resided in the UAE for at least
three (3) years, and possess full civil capacity and be of good

conduct and repute.

Board of Directors Membership:

1. Membership of more than one board of directors may
not be combined for more than one Civil Society

Association aiming at achieving the same activity.

2. Board membership may not be combined with working
at the same civil society association for a salary or

remuneration.

3. Board membership may not be combined with working
at the authority or any governmental bodies that

supervise the activities of the civil society association.

4. The authority shall, for public interest considerations,
suspend any member of Board of Directors, including

the Chairman.
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The Board of Directors membership shall be terminated in

the following cases:

1. Death or resignation.

2. UAE Residence visa cancellation of member.

3. Member's membership cancelled at the request of the
Authority

4. Member's failure to attend more than (3) consecutive

meetings without valid reasons.
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Apologies for the continuity of board membership:

1. If a member apologizes to assume his position while
retaining membership on the Board, the Board of Directors
shall notify the Authority of the appropriate amendment
after approval of the apology within (7) working days from

the date of apology.

2. Replacement of any member of the Board of Directors will
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be appointed through the nomination and election
procedures after the obtaining necessary approvals from the

Authority.

Invitation for the General Assembly Meetings:

The civil society association must obtain the approval of the
Authority to hold its general assembly meeting (14) working

days prior to its meeting, failing which the meeting is void.
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2. Aninvitation shall be sent to members to attend a general
assembly meeting on the dates and the cases stipulated in
this law before the meeting is convened by means of an A
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announcement stating the date, place, and agenda of the

meeting.
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3. The agenda of the general assembly meeting and the
reports to be discussed shall be sent to all members within
the dates specified in this constitution. If this date is not
specified, it must be at least five (5) days before the

meeting.

Ordinary General Assembly Meetings: ‘dngnzll duzaxl) Lslell Olelaisdl
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Approving the minutes of the previous General Assembly

meeting.

Approving the board's report on its activities for the
financial year concluded, and its programs, activities and
work plan for the new year.

Approving the draft budget for the upcoming financial year.
Approving the draft budget, and final account for the

financial year ended.

Electing a new board in the event that the board's term of
office has expired or a vacancy for any position caused by

any reason whatsoever.

Appointing an auditor, and determining his fees.
Considering the voluntary dissolution and liquidation of the
civil society association in an optional manner.

Any other topics determined by its agenda.

The ordinary and extraordinary general assembly may not
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consider any matters not on its agenda.
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Quorum of Ordinary General Assembly Meetings:

1.

An ordinary general assembly meeting shall be considered
valid in the presence of at least (519%) of the number of
members. If the quorum is not fulfilled, the meeting shall be
postponed to another date not exceeding thirty (30) days
from the date fixed for the first meeting. The second
meeting shall be considered valid irrespective number of

members attending.

The general assembly shall pass its resolutions through

(519) of the votes of attending members.

A member of the general assembly shall not participate in

voting on decisions of the board, if he has a personal
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interest in the subject set out before the general assembly.

4. Attending the general assembly meetings and voting on its
resolutions shall be in person. No other person may be

delegated to attend or vote.
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Extraordinary General Assembly Meetings:

An extraordinary General Assembly meeting may be convoked
upon the request of the Authority, or upon the request of the
Board of Directors, or one third of the members. If the board
does not convene a general assembly at the request of the
authority or its members, the authority shall convoke the general

assembly at the expense of the civil society association.

Extraordinary General Assembly Duties:

1. Decide on resignations submitted by all or some board
members, if such resignations would prejudice the quorum
of its meeting.

2. Revocation of membership for justified reasons for one or
more Board of Directors, after obtaining the prior written
approval of the authority

3. Termination of the term of office of the members of the
Board of Directors before its expiry and the election of a
new Board of Directors.

4. Propose merger of the civil society association with another
civil society association with similar objectives, provided that
the general assembly of the other civil society association
takes the same decision, and in all cases, prior written
approval must be taken from the authority.

5. Revoke any decisions of the Board of Directors.

6. Amendment of the constitution

7. Consider any urgent or emergency issues, and any other
matters specified by this constitution.
